SEA AND SA screening report and consultation:  Strategic Environmental Appraisal and  a Sustainability appraisal have now been undertaken and Jo reports that screening indicates that we do not need to undertake a full assessment on these items.   This has now gone to consultation with a number of statutory consultees.   We should have their feedback by 23 October 2015.
